 ̈In todayôs gospel reading from Mark, we 

hear two storiesðor parablesðabout farming. In 

the first one, the farmer scatters, or spreads, seeds in 

his fields, and then does nothing else to help them 

grow, And, yet, even without his help, the seeds grow 

into plants that flourish and produce fruit. The second 

story is about the mustard seed, which is one of the 

tiniest of all seeds. When planted, this teeny tiny seed 

grows into a plant that is about as tall as the ceiling in 

your home and becomes a home for birds. The mustard 

seed story seems to tell us that even from such small, 

humble beginnings, truly great things can happen! In 

these parables, the seeds represent faith, that is, our 

belief in God. This faith is ñplantedò deep inside us, 

and as we grow, so does our faith!
