This retreat is for students and parents! 

Epiphany House BlessingðCelebrate the Epiphany by writing 
the names of the three wise men above the front door. You can 
incorporate this custom into your meal blessing with a ritual or 
adapt for evening  prayer time.   
 
Begin by placing chalk on the table. 

 
 

Leader: Make holy with your blessing this chalk. 
With your blessing may it no longer be the ordinary marker we 
know so well as the tool teachers use on chalkboards and  
children use to mark walls and sidewalks with their secret words 
or joyful games. Make it, for this Epiphany occasion, a special 
marker for us who use it in faith so that we may mark the door-
way of our home with the names of the wisemen ï Caspar,  
Balthasar and Melchior. 
 
Gather at the door of your home.  Someone takes the chalk and 
above the door writes 20 + C + B + M + 17. The numbers repre-
sent the year, the letters represent the names of the three wise-
men, Caspar, Balthasar, and Melchior. They remain there until 
the next year. Pray together

On the Feast of the Epiphany, 
it is customary in some countries to Bless your Home. 

Gather the family outside the front door or  
main entrance of your home. 

 

Begin by singing ñWe Three Kingsò and then making the sign 
of the cross and begin the following ritual 

 

You may walk through the home and bless each room if you wishð
praying accordingly. 

 

The word ñEpiphanyò means to make manifest. The feast of 
the three kings is called by this name because this is when 
Jesus made manifest, or known, to the Gentiles, to the whole 
non-Jewish world of which we are all a part. This day is often 
called ñlittle Christmasò, and in many European cultures, it is 
the traditional day for gift-giving. It is also known as the 12th 

day of Christmas ï January 6th. 
 
Read Matthew 2:1-2.  Talk about how the three kings traveled 
from far away following the star. Add the statues of the three 
kings who traveled a great distance, to the manger. 
 
Discuss Who has seen Jesus ñmade manifestò in someone 
today?  Has anyone in your life acted in a way that makes 
Jesus truly visible?
